We are sad at such a great loss, but grateful for the outstanding faithfulness and total 
dedication that the Queen has shown over the 70 years of her reign. Her example is a challenge 
to all of us. 
  
Lord, we also give You thanks for the leadership of the Queen as Defender of the Faith.  Our 
hearts warm at the memory of the Christmas messages she shared, and that declared the love 
and truth of the gospel of Jesus Christ. We thank you for the steady hand and decisiveness in 
decision making, but also compassion, and understanding in times of challenge.  
 
Lord as a whole nation we are heartbroken at the passing of our Queen but give thanks for a 
fitting tribute to her service from the God that she served. A double rainbow appeared over 
Buckingham Palace around the time of her passing.   
 
We ask that You give strength, wisdom and courage to the new King Charles III. May he know

Lord, please release Your anointing on Him. We ask that the Holy Spirit comfort, empower and 
fill our new sovereign and his consort, and all of the royal family. Please provide them with 
strength and protection both now, and in the future.  
 
We ask Lord, that You use our Churches to bring hope and reassurance to communities right 
across the country at this very difficult time.
